1. Overview of Atsugi City
Atsugi city is located 46km from the Metropolitan Tokyo and
32km from another big city, Yokohama City, and has been
developing as a hub city in the center region of Kanagawa
Prefecture.

The City used to be called as “Little Edo(“Edo” is an old
name of Tokyo)” in old days, and since then, it has been
taking an very important role in transportation.

It has been enjoying development of industrial economy

especially after the Odakyu electric rail road and the Tomei
Highway opened.

On the other hand, there are some problems at the area of downtown, which is
located around the Atsugi Station and a gateway to the city. In the area, there are seen
increasing illegal or nuisance activities, which make residents feel less safe, even though
there is decrease of crimes and increase of arrests.  Therefore, Atsugi City government,
police, and communities have been putting effort on crime prevention in collaboration.
