1.0Overview of Matsubara City

Matsubara is located in the center of Osaka Prefecture, and

surrounded by big cities such as Osaka City, Sakai City,
Habikino City, and Fujiidera City. The size of the city is

approximately 5.8km in East-West and approximately 5.1km

in north and south which is mostly flatlands of about 16.66

square kilometers.

On February 1, 1955, it started as a garden city with
population of approximately 36,000 and, in 2010, celebrated its55th anniversary. With good accessibility of
transportation, population boosted up in 1960’s and has become a suburb city with more than 120,000

inhabitants.

In long time, the city has developed with good transportation
network, as a stronghold the gateway to the road traffic in South part
of Osaka Prefecture.

For safe and healthy life, residents have been actively and
voluntarily involving in community development.

2. History of safety promotion based on the concept of Safe Community

(1) A working group of Safe Community was formed up in April, 2010

(2) A working group meeting was conducted in June, 2010
(3) Visited to Dr. Yoko Shiraishi, a Safe Community coordinator, in December, 2010
(4) The city mayor had a meeting with Dr. Yoko Shiraishi to confirm the launching Safe Community programs

in February, 2011. On the same month, application of Safe Community was set up in the city policies.

(5) The Safe Community programs were officially put in city’s master plan in March, 2011.
(6) A section for Safe Community was set up in April, 2011.
